6. Reports by Representatives to Other Meetings:  Lew reported that he attended two 
SASM meetings this month. First meeting was a special meeting concerning 
rewarding bids to repair digester. Bids came in over what Board projected. Bumped 
up original $1.8m approved Bid amount to $2m. Regular SASM meeting approved 
contract with MVRS to begin hauling solid waste from SASM to dump in Sonoma.
